Please accept the recommendation that Louis P. Malory (WA6DVK) be granted a special ARRL award called “Life Achievement”.

As a professional educator, friend and father like figure, Louis P. Malory, was second to none. He served his community as an educator in a superior manner for over 32 years; the period of 1951 until 1982. Only as a respectful gesture, his students after all these years, still refer to him as Mr. Malory. Referring to him as Lou just doesn’t seem right.

I was introduced to Mr. Malory in late 1974 in the 10th Grade, by my life time friend, Steven Cook (WG7K). We met at Mr. Malory’s class and radio room in a bungalow at the Fontana High School. I was introduced to a teacher and program that was very special; Mr. Louis P. Malory and his Communications Technology Lab.

I’m one of the few lucky ones that joined this program. It wasn’t because of my superior reading, writing and math skills, or my family’s wealth that got me into this program. I had none of these attributes or family wealth. It was the large heart and caring of a good person, humbly doing something special, who got me in this program; Mr. Malory was again hard at work. I’m so grateful to have been able to spend my junior and senior years in high school in Mr. Malory’s program.

Mr. Malory was the leader and key figure who created and sought federal funding for the Communications Technology Lab in 1974. He resigned his Chairmanship of the English Department after 15 years, to seek his dream of better preparing his students for their life and careers after high school. His program was leading edge in educational programs and technology, and his accomplishments and successes are still difficult to achieve in today’s arena of professional education.

Over 800 students completed the Communications Technology lab program with an estimated 500 students passing their FCC Amateur Radio Licenses and/or Third Class Radio Telephone Broadcast licenses between the years 1974 through 1982.  As students achieving the licenses, though significant, they were incidental compared to the skills we learned to prepare for a life after high school.

My self included, many students had no plan for life after high school. We lived Mr. Malory’s dreams, and accomplished much more. Many of my fellow students now own businesses or have elevated to high ranking positions in corporations and are model citizens as a result of Mr. Malory’s guidance. 

Mr. Malory, a humble person, who has dedicated his life to what he loves, his family, students and education, performed his duties in a spectacular manner. I’ve met few people in my life that would be respectful and honored enough to walk in his shoes.

We love Mr. Malory for his non-myopic insight, guidance, kindness and relentlessness to achieve perfection in everything he does.
